From the Interim MinisterÕs Desk 
 

Recently, someone raised the question about whether the congregation has 
Òbitten off more than we can chew.Ó  I understand the sentiment behind the 
comment.  There is a lot going on; the search for a settled minister and the 
building project, both biggies, top the list.  If there was certainty about either, 
the sense of being snowed under (pardon the pun) might be lessened.  We do 
know that I will not be continuing beyond this summer; there is, at least, that bit 
of certainty. 

I opened the service on January 20 with a reading by Richard Gilbert that ended with these 
words: 

Our faith is an affirmation of our human capacity 
To respond to all that fate flings against us, 
And yet proclaim to all that life is good. 
Our faith is in the meaning of the past 
And the openness of the future 
As they meet in the eternal present. 
Our faith is in that great mystery of things 
In which we live and move and have our being 
May we be faithful to the best that is in us, 
Knowing how hard that is to do, 
And knowing that there is no other way. 

The argument could be made that UUFE has had a good deal flung at it by fate in the past few 
years: the end of a long ministry, two years of search that did not result in a minister, and an 
approaching deadline for a construction grant that has required a major long-range planning and 
fundraising effort.  In addition, there have been personal challenges, not to mention tragedy.  
And always present are those things that wear at us like a stone in the shoe, the most recent of 
which are a flooded basement and the tripping of a carbon monoxide monitor in the RE House.  
In a perfect world, there is little doubt that you might have taken on each of these challenges in 
its own good time.   

However, typical of the kind of people you are, Òfaithful to the best that is in you,Ó you have 
done, and are doing, what needs to be done, even though it is hard sometimes.  At this time when 
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there is uncertainty and some sadness (I know I feel it) as the end of my interim approaches, it is 
wise to take the time to see the good that is happening.   

The Ministerial Search Committee is enthusiastic about the ministers that they will be 
interviewing in February.  In their report to the congregation, the MSC said that the interest goes 
both ways; there are pre-candidates who are as interested in UUFE as the committee is in them.  
This confirms what I have been telling you: yours is a wonderful congregation in a community 
that has a good deal to offer.  I realize that sometimes this is hard to remember, but it is true and 
the right candidate for you is out there.   

You will know in late March or early April if this is the year that the right match has been found. 
However, in the unlikely event that this connection is not made, the board has adopted a ÒPlan 
BÓ.  (See the board report for details.)  TheyÕll soon have an informal meeting to answer your 
questions about this. 

The Board has also been busy ensuring that the congregation takes the next step in the long-
range planning process.  They have appointed a strong building committee to move forward with 
design and construction plans.  In a few months, youÕll be presented with the design and asked to 
approve it along with a fundraising goal. In a tangible way, you will see the past and future meet 
in this Òeternal present.Ó  

As for those other smaller, but still nagging challenges, the stones in the shoe, Jim Victor and his 
crew have the situation well in hand.  It is amazing to watch you adapt to these challenges.  On 
the morning when neither the downstairs (flooded) or the RE building (CO2) could be used, the 
Forum gathered in the meeting room having given up their precious space to the children and 
toddlers; the teens met in the office; and Adult Enrichment met in the Foyer.  This was all done 
in good spirit without waiting for the minister to decide.                

What a great group you are!

February was an exciting month for the MSC.  
First, a brief recap of where we have been: In 
November and December, prospective 
ministerial candidates, upon reading our online 
Congregational Record, indicated their interest 
in UUFE by posting their Ministerial Records 
(MRs) for our review. From among the MRs 
we selected those ministers with the strengths 
and qualities requested by our Congregation, 
and invited them to interview with us by 
telephone. We spent hours and hours in January 
on the speaker phone, learning more about each 
prospect, and they about us. Those 
conversations led to our selection of pre-
candidates. 
  

In February we hosted each pre-candidate for 
an intensive weekend which included long, in-
depth interviewing, listening to them preach at 
area UU churches and proudly showing off 
UUFE. All were very impressed by our facility. 
Many, many thanks to those who spent time 
and energy in making it so! 
  
With the crucial pre-candidating phase of the 
Search completed, we feel incredibly 
optimistic. In keeping with UUA guidelines, 
we may not make an offer before mid-March, 
when all involved parties will have finished the 
pre-candidating process..  
  
Meanwhile, we will begin planning 
Candidating Week, in which the minister we 
call will be introduced to the Congregation and 
the community.

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UUFE Roots  
UUFE's Worship Furniture: A Good Fit  

 
About 18 years ago we had an expanded church building, and a much larger meeting room 
than before, but the old furnishings were very inadequate. With welcome funds, Linda and 

Bruce Arbogast spearheaded efforts to improve both the looks and the comfort of our 
meeting space. Padded folding chairs replaced the old battered green metal ones. And a 

local sculptor was commissioned to carve for us a matching wooden pulpit, table, decorative 
screen, and two stands or plinths.  

The inspiration for their design came partly from Cameo Victor, who had recently visited 
French cathedrals and admired their ornate wood carvings. She and other UUFE members 

visited Mike Slaski's spacious studio near downtown, where he chiseled wood creations with 
rough-textured surfaces. They asked if he could carve furniture that was of a proper scale 

and attractiveness for our enlarged room, and was high enough to fit our tall, slender 
minister, the Rev. Dr. Gordon Gibson.  

In regard to the screen, Gordon wanted something to provide a backdrop, but not to block our 
view of the woods. The artist suggested a pierced screen, and came up with a tree design in 

which the center panel represents the trunk and the two side panels, the branches. On 
August 27, 1990, UUFE president Pam Kramer and secretary Bev Helmer wrote the formal 

letter/contract, signed by Mr. Slaski the same day, commissioning the five pieces to be 
carved.  

Anticipating completion in a few months, the challenging project took nearly a year to 
complete. The new pieces were dedicated at UUFE on Sunday, September 8, 1991. 

Photographs were taken and one appeared in the January/February 1992 issue of the UU 
World. Our cost, underwritten by the Alfred C. and Ersa S. Arbogast Foundation, was $3,810. 

Surely we will agree with Cameo that we got quite a bargain!

Building Bridges: Embracing Theological Diversity  

As Unitarian Universalist, with our shared belief that no one culture or people or religion 
has the whole Truth, we are in a unique position to embrace theological diversity. Not for 
the reasons above. But because our respect for the individual’s right to pursue their own 
spiritual path can be a bridge. We can be a bridge of common values to increase 
interfaith work on finding solutions to global crises. We can be a bridge of hospitality that 
can create wholeness in our communities. We can be a bridge of shared humanity that 
will disperse forever “the other” and leave only “us.”That is where this program fits in. 

“Building Bridges” will provide necessary literacy on the major religions in the world 
today. Participants will be presented with historical context, holy texts and key founders 
and figures because religions cannot be totally understood out of context. Participants 
will also discuss the values held by other religions.  

From there, workshops will guide participants to interact with members of other faiths. 
You will seek invitations to the houses of worship of your neighbors, extend invitations to 
your neighbors to visit you, and participate in interfaith work in your community—
creating it, if necessary! 

This will be a full year program. Individual workshops will contain 60 minutes of 
material, with alternate activities. Early workshops will examine faith and the human 
need to make meaning out of life and how faith relates to religion. A short history of 
religions will bring us up to today and workshops on the major religions (Catholicism, 
Protestantism, Hinduism, etc…) and philosophies (Buddhism, Humanism, Atheism, etc…) 
of the world. After exploring other religions, how they interact with Unitarian 
Universalism, and the theological diversity within our own congregations, participants 
will reflect upon their individual theologies and its place within Unitarian Universalism.   

Though this program is aimed primarily at high school youth, it holds possibility as a 
multigenerational program with youth and adults.  

Previous experience writing curriculum is a plus. Writing is paid and will start in May 
2008, to be completed by March 2009.
